No horned or intact male animals allowed.

Does must show in one of the following: 4-H, Jr. Open
or Open Show.
3. Competing does are not to be fed milk, thyroprotein or any tonic or condition powder, which
states on the label that it will increase milk production. Milk out will be on Friday at 7:00 P.M. All does
must be brought to the show-ring and checked by the superintendent.

4.  All does will be milked out by hand Saturday at 8:00 A.M in the show ring at which time the milk will be
weighed and placement of goats will be based on the amount yielded at that time. Exhibitors must milk
does in the same order as Saturday morning.

5. Only one (1) premium per exhibitor per class will be paid.
